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many years, until it was 
reactivated in 1946. Since 
then, the organization 
has grown immensely. 
Over the last decade, it 
has experienced 75% 
membership growth 
and has expanded to 290 
chapters in 31 states. The 
reason many people are 
so passionate about this 
nonprofit is that it allows 
for quality time among 
mothers and daughters, 
creates a meaningful 
impact on the community, 
and provides valuable 
leadership opportunities.

One way you can 
get involved with the 
organization is by joining. 
Mothers with daughters from 7th grade to 12th grade are eligible 
to participate. The Chandler area is represented by the San Tan 
Chapter and East Valley Chapter. During a recent year, the East 
Valley Chapter partnered with 26 organizations, raised $335,990 
in support, and accumulated more than 10,500 service hours. 
These organizations support unhoused families, low-income 
families, students, teachers, and more.

Some commonly volunteered organizations for this past 
academic year included Operation Gratitude (2,470 hours), 
Phoenix Children’s Hospital (2,067 hours), Arizona Humane 
Society (1,586 hours), Hackett House (517 hours), and Feed My 
Starving Children (512 hours).

If you are not a member of NCL, you can still get involved 
with the community by volunteering at these organizations. 
You can also support NCL through its retail reward programs. 
Additionally, local businesses are 
always welcome to sponsor chapter 
events such as their annual Holiday 
Tea and Senior Recognition. Feel 
free to get more information by 
visiting National Charity League at 
nationalcharityleague.org.

T H E  N AT I O N A L  C H A R I T Y  L E A G U E  ( N C L )  was originally founded 
by Gladys Lawrence with the goal of making layettes for the 
American Red Cross and food baskets for those in need. These 
meetings were typically held by groups of women, and their 
daughters would often find themselves disengaged. This led to 
a shift into a program that combines community service with 
strengthening connections between mothers and daughters. NCL 
became the first mother-daughter charity in the United States. 
Now, its mission is “to foster mother-daughter relationships in 
a philanthropic organization committed to community service, 
leadership development, and cultural experiences.”

When NCL was just starting, a big obstacle that it faced was 
World War II. This led to the organization being put on hold for

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COMMUNITY IMPACT

In the East Valley, generosity is doing more than making a 
statement—it’s creating stability in moments that matter most. 
This quarter, 100+ Women Who Care Valley of the Sun came 
together with a shared belief: a temporary setback should 
never determine a student’s future. Their collective donation 
is supporting the Maricopa Community Colleges Foundation 
and is designated for GateWay Community College’s Student 
Emergency Fund.

For many GateWay students, the path to a degree is layered 
with responsibility. They are balancing coursework, jobs, and 
family commitments—often with little financial margin. When an 
unexpected expense arises—a car repair, medical bill, childcare 
need, or housing disruption—it can quickly threaten their ability 
to stay enrolled. Too often, these moments force students to pause 
or abandon their education, not because they lack drive, but 
because help arrives too late.

The Student Emergency Fund exists for these exact moments. 
It provides immediate, short-term financial assistance to students 
facing urgent and unforeseen hardships—stepping in quietly but 
powerfully when it matters most. By addressing barriers as they 
arise, the fund helps students remain enrolled, focused, and on 
track to complete their education.

The East Valley members contributed $7,300 to this effort—an 
investment rooted in timing and trust. This is not long-term aid or 
traditional scholarship funding. It is rapid-response support that 
ensures a temporary setback doesn’t become a permanent detour.

This kind of giving reflects a deeper understanding of what 
student success truly requires. Persistence depends on stability—and 
stability is fragile when resources are limited. By funding the Student 
Emergency Fund, members are removing barriers in real time and 
reinforcing the belief that students can keep moving forward.

“As the need for student support increases, we are working to 
rise to the challenge of meeting those needs, but we cannot do it 
alone,” said Dr. Amy Diaz, president of GateWay Community College. 
“We are grateful to 100+ Women Who Care Valley of the Sun for 
giving so generously toward the most critical needs of our students. 
The success of many will be tied directly to their vital contribution.”

Since launching in 2015, 100+ Women Who Care Valley of 
the Sun has donated more than $1.5 million to local nonprofits 
across the Valley.
